“This was the first time many of us had contact with EU in the real life. It was un-
known for us before and, therefore, we were a little sceptical about it. Now when
we have an opportunity to see all the great stuff resulting from our projects, you
can feel the real impact of the EU in the region.” ! — These are the impressions of
one of the beneficiaries of a territorial cooperation programme in Serbia.

The programmes of cross-border and transnational cooperation were launched
in 1990 in the EU and since 2007 they are better known as the programmes of
territorial cooperation. The concept of territorial cooperation started with the de-
velopment of cross-border cooperation, which grew into transnational coopera-
tion (cooperation between territorial units and/or entire states), and then forming
macro-regions (areas including territories of several countries or regions bound by
certain common characteristics or challenges).

The state borders have a new meaning today — they are a bridge of cooperation and
unity, especially strengthened by the visible results of the programmes of territorial
cooperation. Mr Johannes Hahn, EU Commissioner for Regional Policy, named the
territorial cooperation “the most European of all the activities. 2"

Programmes of territorial cooperation in Serbia financed over 700 projects to date
with over 1000 institutions involved in their implementation.

TRANSNATIONAL COOPERATION PROGRAMMES TODAY

Transnational Cooperation Programmes include wide areas of entire countries or
parts of them and implies the cooperation of local, regional and national institu-
tions. They have been established for the promotion of the higher level of integra-
tion, across the numerous groups of European regions, aiming to reach sustain-
able, harmonious and balanced development and improved integration among the
EU Member States, Candidate and Potential Candidate Countries and other neigh-
bouring countries.

MACRO-REGIONAL STRATEGIES OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

A macro-regional strategy is a framework for addressing common challenges and
enhancing the insufficiently exploited potential of the countries sharing same geo-
graphical features (Baltic see, Danube river basin, etc.). To realise their full potential,
macro-strategies have to be based on the partnership, and the cooperation of all

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interested parties at local, regional and central levels, where cooperation between
the states covered by a strategy should not focus exclusively on national interests.
The parties are defining priorities and projects through cooperation and have com-
mon approach in ensuring their financing.

THE SOUTH EAST EUROPE TRANSNATIONAL COOPERATION PROGRAMME

The South East Europe Programme is a unique instrument which, within the frame-
work of the Regional Policy’s Territorial Cooperation Objectives, aims to improve
integration and competitiveness in an area which is as complex as it is diverse.
The programme supports projects developed within four Priority Axes: Innovation,
Environment, Accessibility, and Sustainable Growth Areas - in line with the Lis-
bon and Gothenburg priorities, and contributes to the integration of the Candidate
Countries. The general goal of the South East Europe Transnational Cooperation
Programme is developing transnational partnerships in matters of strategic im-
portance for the territorial, economic and social integration process as well as the
realisation of the cohesion, stability and competitiveness in the region.

In the financial perspective for 2014-2020, Serbia will take part in two transna-
tional programmes: the Danube programme and the Adriatic-lonian programme,
which have replaced the former South East Europe programme. The territories of
the two new transnational programmes correspond to the territories covered by the
EU macro-regional strategies for the Danube and the Adriatic and lonian regions.
This publication aims to present to the general public the activities co-funded by the
programme, promoting its projects and achieved results. Each section dedicated to
a project contains the general data of the project, allocated budget, the general goal
and the results achieved. At the moment of the publication of this catalogue, the
activities of the projects will still be in progress, so the reader will need to search
for an updated list of the results and outcomes of all the projects on the SEE pro-
gramme website (www.southeast-europe.net).

We invite you to take a closer look at the results of these interesting projects and to
follow the partnerships that have been developed so far in the South East Europe
region. Cooperation in this area is producing some valuable results for our com-
mon future and this project catalogue is a good example of that.

Access improvement at border crossings for the in-
tegration of South East Europe — ACROSEE project
is in line with the new TEN-T guidelines of the Euro-
pean Union (guidelines of the EU for the development
of Trans-European Transport Network) and aims at
improving the accessibility to border crossings in the
South East Europe.

ensuring the compatibility of national trade facilitation
measures with market and administrative procedures;
Facilitation of goods and mobility across borders by
improving infrastructure facilities and institutional
capacities; Reduction of non-tariff costs on trade and
transport through strengthening and modernising

customs administration and other border agencies;
Involvement in joint harmonisation of national proce-
dures with the EU standards in the context of TEN-T
extension to the Western Balkans; Involvement of dif-
ferent stakeholders in charge of the organisation of
transport by networking and exchanging information;
Creation of multimodal transport action plans aimed at
relieving missing links along borders.

Led by economic changes
in the South East Europe, the land use pattern is ex-
pected to change, too. Both processes will have severe
impacts on water resources in general and drinking

water resources in particular. Forests, wetlands and
grasslands are important ecosystems and they should
be properly managed, which is of great importance for
sustainable water supply in future.

Specific goals: The project is focused on the adapta-
tion to climate change by developing a common po-
sition paper (recommendation) of identified transna-
tional challenges for reduction of vulnerability of water
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resources for the purpose of improving water man-
agement (water supply system), land purpose change,
improved water use efficiency and economic incentives
for water management. The present and future vulner-
ability will be assessed based on a jointly elaborated
methodology. Through consultations, workshops and
publications, gained knowledge will be transferred to
relevant policy makers and stakeholders.
